If you are fully vaccinated you won't have to miss important
lessons or tests to quarantine if you're a close contact of
someone with COVID-19 as long as you remain
symptom-free.

No more missing games, practices or
other extra-curriculars! You won't be
sidelined from your favorite activities
if you are fully vaccinated, so long as
you don't develop symptoms.

Children can get sick with COVID-19 and spread the virus to others, even if they don't have symptoms. Most children with

COVID-19 have mild symptoms or have no symptoms at all. However, some children can get severely ill from COVID-19.

They might require hospitalization, intensive care, or a ventilator to help them breathe. In rare cases, they might die. Experts

are also investigating a rare but serious medical condition associated with COVID-19 in children called Multisystem
